Definition of communication 

· What do we mean by communication strategies? 

Spoken interaction is usually in real time. This means that in addition to speakers having both to understand and produce language, they also need to adopt certain strategies in order to facilitate the process of interaction. During spoken interaction, language users adopt communication strategies in order to take the initiative and keep the discussion on course. This entails turn-taking, interacting and repairing breakdowns in communication. All of these require the use of particular words and phrases in addition to non-verbal communication.
